Notification of the Government of the Slovak Republic pursuant to Article 65, paragraph 1 of the Vienna Convention on the Law of the Treaties

The Government of the Slovak Republic acknowledges the notification of the Ministry of Defense of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan dated 22nd September 2008 informing about the impossibility to accept the remaining part of the performance of the Government of the Slovak Republic pursuant to the Agreement between the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan on the Donation of the Military Material (Kabul, 23rd February 2006) as amended by the First Amendment (Sevilla, 8th February 2007) in the following items and quantity: 122 mm Ammunition (4,588 pcs), 7,62 mm Type 52 Pistol Ammunition (4,500,000 pcs), 7,62x54 mm Ammunition (6,000,000 pcs),  7,62x54 mm Ammunition – Tracer (100,000 pcs), 7,62x54 mm Ammunition – AP (1,000,000 pcs), 122 mm EOF-P Ammunition-HE (12,000 pcs), 122 mm EOF-P Ammunition-Training (2,000 pcs), 7,62 mm SMG Mark 58 with fixed arm-stock (10,000 pcs), 7,62 mm SMG Mark 58 with foldable arm-stock (10,000 pcs), 7,62 mm UG 59 Machine Gun (2,000 pcs) as well as the required quantity of accessories to weapons, shipping crates and packaging material.

This notification of the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan has constituted a fundamental change of circumstances which has occurred with regard to those existing at the time of conclusion of the Agreement between the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan on the Donation of the Military Material (Kabul 23rd February 2006) as amended by the First Amendment (Sevilla 8th February 2007), and which was not foreseen by the Parties. Consequently, the Government of the Slovak Republic, in compliance with Article 62 of the Vienna Convention on the Law of the Treaties, invokes termination of the Agreement between the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan on the Donation of the Military Material (Kabul 23rd February 2006) as amended by the First Amendment (Sevilla 8th February 2007).

Due to a case of special urgency, the Slovak Republic has approached to reduction of the deadline for raising objection pursuant to Article 65, paragraph 2 of the Vienna Convention on Law of the Treaties. Therefore, should the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan does not raise any objection after expiry of thirty days after delivery of this notification, the Government of the Slovak Republic shall issue an instrument for declaring termination of the Agreement between the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan on the Donation of the Military Material (Kabul 23rd February 2006) as amended by the First Amendment (Sevilla  8th February 2007) in compliance with Article 67 of the Vienna Convention on the Law of the Treaties. 
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
