
Agreement 

between 

the Czech Republic, the Republic of Poland and the Slovak Republic, 
Concerning the Dissolution of the Multinational Brigade

The Czech Republic, the Republic of Poland and the Slovak Republic (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”),

Proceeding from the Agreement between the Government of the Czech Republic, the Government of the Republic of Poland and the Government of the Slovak Republic concerning the Multinational Brigade signed on 20 September 2001 in Oravský Podzámok,

Bearing in mind the Joint Declaration from Meeting of the Ministers of Defence of the Czech Republic, the Republic of Poland and the Slovak Republic on dissolution of the Multinational Brigade signed on 24 May 2004 in Komorní Hrádek,

have agreed as follows:

Article 1

Purpose of the Agreement

The purpose of this Agreement is to define responsibilities and principles concerning the dissolution of the Multinational Brigade (hereinafter only the „Brigade“). 

Article 2

Definitions

For the purpose of this Agreement the following definitions shall apply:

a) Brigade shall mean the HQ and staff, national units detached by the armed forces of Parties’ States including buildings, personnel, material and goods provided by the Parties or procured from the Joint Budget of the Brigade in connection with the co-operation aimed at establishment, operation and tasks performance by the Brigade,

b) The Common Property means the property procured from the Joint Budget of the Brigade.

Article 3

Division of Property 

(1) The Common Property of the Brigade shall be divided into three equal shares.

(2) Value of individual items of Common Property shall be determined on the base of purchase price in accordance with invoices.

(3) The details of the division of Common Property, balance of the joint budget, as well as other matters concerning the dissolution of the Brigade, shall be determined by the Technical Arrangement, which shall be concluded by the authorised representatives of the Ministries of Defence of the Parties. 

(4) The Parties agree that the Technical Arrangement will not create any legally binding commitments under the international law.

(5)
The division of Common Property shall be confirmed by the Protocol for the Division of Property of the Multinational Brigade signed by the Ministers of Defence of the Parties. 

Article 4

Final Provisions 
(1)
This agreement shall remain in force until all relevant obligations are fulfilled, but not later than 31 December 2006. This Agreement shall be approved in accordance with internal legal regulations of each Party. This Agreement shall enter into force after thirty days since the date of receipt of the last notification by depository. 

(2) This Agreement may be amended, supplemented and terminated by mutual written consent of the Parties. Amendments and supplements must be made in writing and will enter into force pursuant to Paragraph 1 of this Article.

(3) The Agreement between the Government of the Czech Republic, the Government of the Republic of Poland and the Government of the Slovak Republic concerning the Multinational Brigade signed on 20 September 2001 in Oravský Podzámok shall be terminated on the date of entry into force of this Agreement, but not earlier than on 
30 September 2005.
(4)
The Agreement depository is the Slovak Republic. The depository will inform the other Parties on:

a) Deposition of each ratification document or document of approval,

b) Date of entry into force of the Agreement,

c) Any other measure, notice or information concerning this Agreement.

(5) Termination of the Agreement between the Government of the Czech Republic, the Government of the Republic of Poland and the Government of the Slovak Republic, concerning the Multinational Brigade signed on 20 September 2001 in Oravský Podzámok shall not have an impact upon the financial commitments resulting from its implementation, as well as implementation of this Agreement. These commitments will remain in force until they are fully settled.
