Memorandum of Understanding

Between 

the Government of the Slovak Republic and the Government of the Italian Republic on the Agreements Governing Bilateral Slovak-Italian relations

The Government of the Slovak Republic and the Government of the Italian Republic,

Acknowledging that the Slovak Republic is successor to the Czech and Slovak Federal Republic,

Having agreed to review the agreements concluded between the Czech and Slovak Federal Republic and the Italian Republic in order to further develop contacts and cooperation between the Slovak Republic and the Italian Republic,

Referring to the consultations held in Rome between the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Slovak Republic and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Italian Republic,

Have established that the following agreements remain in force between the Slovak Republic and the Italian Republic:

· Agreement between the Government of the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic and the Government of the Italian Republic on settlement of open financial and property questions (Prague, 27/VII/1966)

· Agreement between the Government of the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic and the Government of the Italian Republic on cooperation in cinematography (Prague, 25/III/1968)

· Cultural Agreement between the Government of the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic and the Government of the Italian Republic (Prague, 18/V/1971)

· Agreement concluded by exchange of Notes on the establishment of the agency of Italian institute for foreign trade (Prague, 6/IX/1972)

· Consular Treaty between the Government of the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic and the Government of the Italian Republic (Prague, 10/X/1975)

· Treaty between Czechoslovak Socialist Republic and the Italian Republic on avoidance of double taxation of income and avoidance of tax evasion (Prague, 5/V/1981)

· Treaty between the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic and the Italian Republic on legal assistance in civil and penal matters (Prague, 6/XII/1985)

· Agreement between the Government of the Czech and Slovak Federal Republic and the Government of the Italian Republic on scientific-technical cooperation (Rome, 30/XI/1990).

The present Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force one month after the date of its signature. 

In witness thereof the undersigned, duly authorised thereto, have signed this Memorandum of Understanding.
